The passenger compartment held its shape well in the frontal offset
crash test. However, the clutch pedal moved rearwards excessively.
After the crash all doors could be opened with normal effort. The
airbag cushioned the head of the driver and contact was stable. The
knee airbag protected the driver's knees.
