The passenger compartment held its shape very well in the
offset crash test. The brake pedal moved rearwards by 25mm
and upwards 12mm. The steering wheel hub moved forwards
10mm and upwards 11mm. The front ("A") pillar moved 7mm
rearwards. All doors remained closed during the crash. After
the crash all doors could be opened with normal effort.

The airbag cushioned the head of the driver and contact was
stable. The passenger's head was also cushioned by an airbag.
