The passenger compartment remained stable in the frontal offset
test. Dummy readings showed ADEQUATE protection of the
driver’s chest and lower leg of both the driver and front passenger.
Protection was GOOQOD for all other critical body areas of both the
driver and front passenger.

In the full width frontal test, protection was ADEQUATE for the
chest of the driver and chest and neck of the rear passenger.
GOOD protection was offered to all other critical body regions of
both the driver and rear passenger.

In the side impact test and the oblique pole test, protection offered
to all critical body regions was GOOD and maximum points were
scored in these tests.

The autonomous emergency braking system showed GOOD
performance in low-speed test scenarios typical of city driving.

VULNERABLE ROAD USER PROTECTION

The bonnet provided mostly GOOD or ADEQUATE protection to
the head of a struck pedestrian over most of its surface. Some
MARGINAL results were recorded at the base of the windscreen,
with POOR results recorded only on the stiff windscreen pillars.

Protection of pedestrians’ legs and pelvis was GOOD at all test
locations.

The autonomous emergency braking system is capable of
detecting and reacting to vulnerable road users including
pedestrians and cyclists. The AEB system offered GOOD
performance in tests of its effectiveness in pedestrian test
scenarios under both daylight and night-time conditions.
GOOD performance was also seen in cyclist test scenarios with
collisions avoided or mitigated at almost all test speeds.
